Traveling east on I-40 from Knoxville,  sta y
on I -40 around Asheville, tak e Exit #55.  T urn
left, going under the interstate up to US Hwy .
70.  T urn Right onto Hwy . 70 and proceed to
second tr affic light at Buck eye Co ve Rd..  T urn
Right onto Buck eye Cove.  K eep Right at three
wa y fork.  P ass the Communit y Club House .
Turn Left onto "Old F ellowship Rd. (dirt/gr avel
road).  Follow signs to "Peace Chamber".
Traveling west on I-40 from Statesville,  take
the S wannanoa exit #59.  T urn Left and pass
over the Interstate. T ake first road on the right
"Buckeye Cove Access Rd.   Follow  to  STOP
sign at Buck eye Cove Rd. T urn Left onto
Buck eye.  P ass the Communit y Club  and  turn
Left onto Old F ellowship Rd. (dirt/gr avel road) .
Follow signs to P eace Chamber

The Drum Dance is a Dance en visioned b y
Joseph R ael, Beautiful P ainted Arrow . He
teaches that we were creativ ely inspired and
that our Creator made us from principle ideas
that now go vern the cosmos.

When doing a Drum Dance, dancers mo ve
rh ythmically back and forth on an open field
tow ards the focus of hanging feathers.   The
dancers dance the vibr ation of the sound,
bouncing back (present) and forth ( future) and
returning to past memory , lik e the sound w aves
which are bouncing back and forth inside the
hollow log of the drum being pla yed and brings
forth greatness.  This is a w ay in which all
physical life will pick up the resonating vibr ation
of sound by which to shift consciousness.  It
creates the necessary planetary changes
because the planetary energies w ant to dance
effortlessly between the present, future, and
memory of harmon y.  The Drum Dance offers
an opportunit y for those people who w ant to
participate in the consciousness of the planet.
In addition to what happens on the collectiv e
lev el, each dancer is uplifted mentally , emotion-
ally , ph ysically , and spiritually .

Though the dances grew from the vision of a
Nativ e American, it is important to understand
they are not Nativ e American Dances. These
dances do not promote an y specific religion or
creed. Each person is understood as a beautiful
light being with a unique and lo vely path. The
dances are open to all people who  seek inspi-
ration to liv e a life of high potential . Each
dance requires effort and commitment on the
part of the dancer . The commitment for the
Drum Dance is six y ears. Dancers begin to
experience the power of the Dance from the
moment they mak e the commitment . An yone
who feels called to dance should contact the
chief of the dance at least one to three months
before the Dance to allow her to prepare for
you and giv e y ou an y needed instructions.

We dance for three da ys to heal ourselv es and
in doing so , we heal the planet. Dance the
Drum Dance in the lush Blue Ridge Mountains
in the shadows of the P eace/Sound Chamber .
